CENTRA III USER GUIDE

1. CENTRA III OVERVIEW

(a)  CENTRA III is the only expeditious source of data available for use by CNET Headquarters and was designed to support CNET in planning of both programmatic and funding requirements for logistics support of training equipment at the NAVEDTRACOM school houses.  It is also used by CNET to authenticate the need for using scarce resources  for logistics support of training equipment via the COMS Program, Depot Level Repairables (DLR) Program or in obtaining other depot level support.  In accordance with CNETINST 10170.2F dtd 20 March 2000, each training activity will be

provided on-line access and will be responsible for maintaining and updating their part of the Master Equipment File.  To ensure timely logistics support for its training equipment, each activity must keep its CENTRA data current and complete.

(b) CENTRA II is presently using Oracle Forms 5.0 and in March 2002 will be upgraded to 6.0 when 

the system is converted to Oracle 8i.  CENTRA users have online data entry capability via Internet using the Web Browser (NETSCAPE 4.07 or later).  The CENTRA Tutorial  and the CENTRA Managers Tutorial dtd. 30 October 2001 has been  provided to each activity to train personnel on how to access and update the CENTRA MEF and TRNDURS databases. 2. SYSTEM ACCESS 

(a) Users will be required to download the newer version of the Jinitiator  1.1.8.14  which is  provided 

       on the CETARS Web page at the “Downloads” selection   The software needed to access CENTRA  is:

       NETSCAPE 4.78  or Internet Explorer 5.5 or 6.0

       Oracle’s Jinitiator  1.1.8.14 

       Adobe Acrobat Reader 5.0 

       NOTE:  The URL Address to access the CETARS Web Page and CENTRA III is:

       Users that are familiar with the Internet and know how to download software are encouraged to                                

       use the “Downloads” selection from the Web Page.   Select “Get Jinitiator” and follow the instructions.  

       From the CENTRA Web page or the CETARS Web Page you can download NETSCAPE 4.78 which 

       will be available on the CETARS CD or, if you have difficulty downloading from the Web Page, there 

       will be a link so you can request a CD by clicking on CETARS Web CD Request.    

       The Web Page method will be updated periodically when upgrades are provided.    If problems occur, 

       please call the number on the CETARS Web Dowload Form (DSN 922-1001 X 1244 or (850) 452-

       1001 X 1244).   After working hours call support at (850) 452-1001 Ext 1122 or DSN 922-1001Ext 

       1122.

       NOTE 1:  All other applications should be closed prior to logging into CENTRA III to avoid hosing up

       the system.    

(b) For security, the System Manager and Database Administrator have been assigned the

       responsibility of issuing and maintaining User ID’s and Passwords and establishing user roles.  Also

       as personnel rotate, the System Manager will have the ability to change passwords. 

       However, from the CENTRA Main Menu there is a Password Maintenance selection that will allow 

       the user to update his/her password (see #10.  CENTRA MAIN MENU).

(c) NETPDTC, Code N623 is responsible for operating and maintaining CENTRA III.  CNET, 

ETE35 is the Program Sponsor and provides instruction in the management of the system.  Refer 

to existing CNETINST 10170.2F on policy and procedures for control and operation of the        CENTRA/TRNDURS System.

4. CENTRA III MODULES 

(a)  MEF  -  Master Equipment File contains selected training equipment, generally major end items of investment quality such as 2F, 2J, 2S, 2Z or 2”O” cognizance.  Other training equipment such as Training Unique items or Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) items may be included if deemed appropriate.  Also training equipment from other military services may be included, i.e., Army or Air Force.  Additionally, the MEF is utilized throughout the surface and subsurface training communities and provides a management tool to project TE Support Requirements, budget submissions, inventory management and support of the TE Prioritization process.

The MEF includes training equipment inventory data with cross-reference to specific courses supported by each training equipment listed; new (planned) training equipment requirements data; TTE Overhaul requirements planning module; DLR requirements data and COMS Support requirements planning data.

(b) TRNDURS  -  Training Device Utilization Reporting System (formerly know as 

MicroTRNDURS) utilization data will be entered daily/monthly and maintained by the activity with on-line updating capability via Internet using the Web Browser (NETSCAPE 4.78 or Internet Explorer 5.5 or 6.0). 

 Selection 3 from the CENTRA MAIN MENU (TRAINING UTILIZATION MODULE)
       provides a second menu that will allow users to enter the Utilization Processing Screens.

       Contracting Officer Representative (CORs), and COR Assistants will have access and update

       capability to enter and verify training device utilization data into CENTRA III. 

       TRNDURS provides information on specified devices and provides a means by which program 

       sponsors and Training Agents can measure the rate at which training devices are being used for

       planning and programming decisions.  It also provides data to support decision making related to

       procurement and modifying or revising the distribution of existing training devices.

       All training devices having a per unit cost of one million dollars ($1,000,000) or more and all TDs

       supported by Contractor Operation and Maintenance of Simulators (COMS) will report utilization.

       Program sponsors or TAs/Area Coordinators can designate additional TDs under their cognizance,

       falling outside this threshold, to be reported under the Utilization Reporting System.

5. CENTRA MAIN MENU

CNO REPORTS   -   Selection 1 from the CENTRA Main Menu  displays the CNO Reports and Graphs screen.    The CNO Reports and Graphs are available for the Activity,  CNO, NAWCTSD, CNET and NAVSEA’s review of Training Device Utilization.   The CNO Utilization Report and the CNO Cumulative Report will print training utilization data for All devices or a specific device.   The CNO Device Graph displays the SUT, ORT, ASUT and ORTU for a period of one month to one year.  The CNO Device Report displays the TRNDURS Data from the CNO Report by Month. 

MASTER EQUIPMENT INVENTORY MODULE  -  The MEF consists of two screens for updating.  Contains the Training Equipment Inventory for all Surface and Submarine Training Activities with future plans to incorporate NATTC and NAMTRAGRU Air data.  Course data information is available with capability to insert, edit or delete a CIN from the course display screen.

              Selection 2 from the CENTRA MAIN Menu displays the CENTRA MEF OPTIONS Menu

              and provides the following four selections:  

              Update Equipments at your Command -  allows the user to edit, insert or delete equipment at

              their activity only.   Reports are available.

              Update Courses at your Command  -   NOTE:  The Update Courses at your Command selection    

              is available for updating the course information related to each training equipment.

              Select Activity to be Reviewed  -  This is a “Review” only function.   A UIC List of Values

              Allows the user to search for or select a specific UIC and view the data.  The user may also print a

              report of their activity’s data or another activity’s data.

              View MEF Screen  -  This is a “View” only function that displays all of the MEF data about an 

               equipment on one screen vice two screens.

               HELP Screens  -   Screens are being developed and should be available by June 2002.  

EQUIPMENT ACQUISITION REQUIREMENTS MODULE  -  The Equipment Acquisition

Requirements Module replaces the 1543/1 Form and will assist CNET in the planning and budgeting of logistics and support requirements.   This module consists of two screens:

               Screen 1 should be filled in by the activity requesting the equipment. 

               Screen 2 should be filled in by the person requesting equipment, entering in Acquisition Status

               which contains Comments or Verbal description of the equipment requested and also explaining

               why the course needs the equipment.   A report is available.

TRAINING UTILIZATION MODULE  -  The Training Utilization Reporting Module 

(formerly known as MicroTRNDURS) is used for the reporting of Training Utilization data daily/monthly by the activity for COMS supported equipment.  

              Selection 1:  Utilization Processing  -  Provides three screens for entering the utilization data.

              All Training Devices (if not listed), must be entered into the MEF through the MEF Screen and 

              should list a “C” under Type Maintenance for COMS Support.   Any and all utilization

              should be reported.  

              NOTE:  Once the COR or Assistant COR verifies the data, a “Y” should be 

              placed in the Verified box.  Only verified data will be made available to CNO and NAVSEA 

              and may be accessed via the CENTRA MAIN MENU.  The CNO and the Cumulative CNO 

              Reports are also available for users in the TRNDURS Module.

              Selection 2:  MEF REVIEW -  Allows TRNDURS users access to VIEW  the CENTRA MEF 

              from the TRNDURS Menu vice going back to the CENTRA Main Menu. 

              NOTE:  Users will need to go through the CENTRA System 

              Manager in order to change their Standard Scheduled Usage Time (SUT) because hours will 

              ONLY be changed if a new contract has been awarded or a modification has been 

              made to an existing contract.   A Premium Time column has been added next to the SUT 

              column and this time will be added to the SUT column.   No subtractions or negative 

              numbers will be allowed.

              Selection 3:   REPORT MENU  -   Available Reports from this selection are:  CUMULATIVE

              CNO, CNO, MEF Listing of all Training Devices, Course Listing of all CINS available in 

              NITRAS II, a UIC Listing of all available UICs, Trainer Report and Graph was designed for 

              the activity to display the Percentage of Usage for each trainer for a period of one month to a year.  

              The Report and Graph is considered to be a good tracking tool given to Commanding Officers or 

              Supervisors. 

              Selection 4:  TABLE VIEW MENU  -    Available Tables from this selection are:                 

              COURSE Data and UICs.   These are “view only” lists.  Reports are available for each.

UTILITIES ADMINISTRATION MODULE  -   The Utilities Administration Module consists of the following  selections:

               Selection 1:   Activity and Point of Contact Information  -  Provides a  List of Values  (LOV)

               of UIC’s for selection to view another activity’s POC information.    On the Activity and POC   

               Information screen, the user is responsible for updating the Manager Point of Contact, Office and 

               Fax Telephone Numbers, E-mail Address, Department Code Points of Contact, Office and Fax 

               Telephone Numbers and E-mail Addresses at their Activity only. 

               NOTE:  As transfers occur, data should be kept current. 
               Selection 2:   Cognizance Codes  -  Selection provides a list of Cog Codes available in

               CENTRA.  Ex:  2F, 2J, 2S, 2O, 2Y, 7E, 7R, 7G, 7H and NO.

               Selection 3:   Type Maintenance Codes  -   Selection provides a list of Type Maintenance Codes

               that should be entered for each piece of equipment listed in CENTRA.  Ex:  I = In-House

               Maintenance, O = Contract Other Than COMS,  C = Contract Support By COMS, and CNT 

               = COMS Not TRNDURS.

               Selection 4:   Equipment Standard Designators  -   Selection provides a list of Standard

               Equipment Designators and Nomenclatures and also provides the EIC, COG, and COST for each. 

               This list is provided to assist in keeping these data elements consistent.

CENTRA OVERHAUL MODULE  -  The CENTRA Overhaul Module provides the following  selections:

             Selection 1 presents  the TTE Overhaul Maintenance Screen.  From this screen, the only field the

             user is allowed to update is the “NEXT REQD FY”.  The (?) on the OHCAT column presents an   

             LOV with the following choices: 

(a) Y =  Yes Overhaul may be required  (When “Y” is entered, the year for the next projected    

overhaul must be entered in the NEXT REQ FY column).

(b) N = No or Never Needs Overhaul

(c) D = Will use DLR as necessary for repair in lieu of Overhaul  

             The OHCAT column and remaining columns will be updated by the Overhaul Manager, Mr.     

             George Brander at NAVSEALOGCEN.  

             Selection 2 presents the TTE Overhaul Planning Screens.  The first screen will only allow the

             user  to update the following fields:  REQ FY, DEPARTMENT and ACTIVITY PRIORITY.  

             The Required FY is the year the activity requires the equipment to be overhauled.   The Activity 

             Priority Number is the sequential number the activity assigns to each equipment to let the Area   

             Coordinator know the importance of getting the equipment overhauled.   The Area Coordinator will     

             assign their priority number according to the Activity’s priority and the importance of the 

             equipment to complete the training mission.

             CNET’s priority will be assigned by the CNET Sponsor based on the subordinate command’s

             recommendation and the importance of the equipment to complete the training mission.  Depending

             on which screen the user is in, by pressing the REPORT Button, a report is available for the

             Activity, Area Coordinator and CNET to view their priority numbers.   The report will be sorted by

             UIC, SPONSOR, TSA and FYREQ.  The second screen is the justification form the activity is

             required to submit for each equipment requiring an overhaul.   By pressing the REPORT Button a

             report is available from this screen.

REPORT MENU -  From this selection, the following reports are available:

COMMAND VALIDATION REPORT  -  an error listing by Activity and Department Code of several columns in the CENTRA/MEF containing invalid data.  Report will not detect all errors, it only picks up certain errors and missing data in mandatory columns.  Purpose is for the CENTRA user to print a report to see where the errors appear and correct.  This should be done on a periodic basis to keep the database current and updated.

STANDARD DESIGNATORS AND NOMENCLATURES  -  A report listing the Standardized way of entering data in the MEF database.

INVENTORY REPORT BY CIN AND CIN TITLE  -  A report displaying the CIN, CIN Title, Equipid, Designator, Nomenclature, Dept, Bldg, Room, Serial, Cog, Sponsor, TSA, Qty, Cost and Total Cost of Equipment for each course.

INVENTORY REPORT BY BUILDING AND ROOM  -  A report displaying the Bldg, Room, Equipid, Dept, Designator, Nomenclature, Serial, Cog, EIC, Sponsor, TSA, CIN, CIN Title, Qty, Cost and Sub Total and Total Cost of equipment by Room and Bldg.

INVENTORY FOR A SPECIFIC COURSE  -  A report by UIC, displaying a specific course and the associated equipment.  

PASSWORD MAINTENANCE  -  The Password Maintenance Screen is provided for user to change his/her password.   User must enter the new password and re-enter new password for verification.  Press COMMIT to save the change.  Please contact the System Manager, Ms. Joyce Blackmon, DSN 922-1001 Ext 1086 or Comm (850) 452-1001Ext 1086 for assistance if you are unable to change a password or log into CENTRA or TRNDURS. 

PRINTING PROCEDURES  -   Printing will be accomplished through the Adobe Acrobat Reader.  There will be 80 x 132 character printing available.  Reports will be printed by page or series of pages through the Report Previewer.  The user may also use the “Save As” procedure and print later through Word Perfect or Microsoft Word.   There will be no FTP or LPD printing in this revision.
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
